Title: Mickey Mouse Drawing 

Visual Art Elements and Principals: Shape, Line, Color, Contrast

Motivation: 1. Wearing mouse ears while presenting



2. Steamboat Willie video clip



3. Mickey Mouse stickers for each child

                        4. Disney music while the kids are working.

Objectives: 

Cognitive

1. Students will analyze and understand the impact of twentieth-century Californians on the nations artistic and cultural development by creating their own drawings of Mickey Mouse to mimic the artistic style of Walt Disney.

2. Students will be able to identify pairs of complementary colors and discuss how they impact the piece by painting their Mickey’s with complementary colors.

3. Students will learn how to properly draw Mickey Mouse’s head with correct sizing in order to learn about proportion in works of art.

Affective

1. Students will work on their own to encourage individuality and self-discipline.

2. Students will be encouraged to praise one another’s work in order to practice encouragement. 

3. Students will have some level of freedom in selecting how to paint their Mickey’s in order to encourage creativity.

Psychomotor 

1. Students will copy their own drawings of Mickey practicing hand-eye coordination. 

2. Students will practice using paint brushes and pencils when drawing and painting their Mickey heads.

Visual Art Vocabulary: Line, shape, draw, erase, paint, acrylic paint, blend, complementary colors, color, hue, shade, tint, contrast, brush, copy

Extensions:

G.A.T.E. Gifted and Talented: Enhance the project by having the kids draw multiple heads, or attempt to draw a body for Mickey. 

Special Needs: Have a pre-drawn Mickey head for the student to paint, or color. 

Additional State Standards and Possibilities:

History and Social Science 4.3.2 Compare how and why people traveled to California and the routes they traveled. (e.g. James Beckworth, John Bidwell, John C. Fremont, Pio Pico) 

History and Social Science 4.4.5 Discuss the effects of the Great Depression, the Dust Bowl, and World War II on California.

Materials and tools: No 2. Pencil, eraser, acrylic paints (assorted colors), cardstock paper, Number 10 paintbrush, other assorted numbered paintbrushes for kids who want to add more detail, water cups for each student, paper towels for each student

Procedures: 
1. Draw a circle in the middle of the page. 

2. Separate the circle horizontally and vertically into 4 equal parts. 

3. Right below the horizontal line in the middle of the face, draw an ellipse for the nose. 

4. Below the nose, draw a curved line looking somewhat like a “u” to represent the smile.

5. Draw another “u” underneath the first connecting the two line to make the mouth.

6. Draw a curvy “m” shape inside the mouth to represent the tongue. 

7. Draw an upside down “U” above the nose to represent the snout.

8. For the cheeks, draw a “C” and a backward “C” on each side slightly extending past the original circle and connect to the snout. 

9. Draw two vertical ellipses on either side of the vertical line, above the snout to represent the eyes.

10.  Draw two circles within the ellipses at the bottom for pupils. 

11. Draw a semi-circle connecting the snout to the top of the head for the mask, make the top an “M” shape for a widows peak. 

12. Draw two circles on top of the head on either side to represent ears. 

13. Erase all the excess lines.

14. Paint the head with complementary colors.

15. Paint the ears, pupils, nose, behind the mask, and inside the mouth one color.

16. Paint the mask the other color.

17. Students may cut out the Mickey Head if desired.

18. Your Mickey Mouse is complete!
Suggestions and Variations: 

1. Students mold Mickey Mouse out of clay.

2. Field trip to Disneyland and learn to draw Mickey in California Adventure’s Imagination Studios. 

3. Draw Mickey’s whole body. 

4. Draw Minnie Mouse or other popular Disney characters. 
Behavioral Management: 

1. Students will respect one another by raising their hand and waiting to be called on in order to say something. 

2. No negativity, everyone is an artist and if you want to say something about someone else’s piece it must be positive.
3. Students may talk when working but need to keep voices quiet as to not disturb the rest of the class. 
4. Students will start to clean up when the teacher says “M-I-C-K-E-Y” and the students will respond with “M-O-U-S-E”. 
Organizational Considerations: 

· Check to make sure all materials are ready

· Have stickers pre-cut for each kid and when walking around the room give to each of them

· Have smaller paintbrushes ready in case kids draw too small or want to add detail

· Make sure to bring laptop cord in case battery is dead

· Have water cups ready for kids
